Peele beautifully and effectively uses the lan-
guage of cinema to convey the movie’s themes,
utilizing lots of recurring symbolism to express
the messages he wants to convey about how
our society exploits and makes spectacle out
of tragedy. The film’s message is ultimately one
about hubris.

After months of buzz surrounding Olivia Wilde’s
Don’t Worry Darling (starring Florence Pugh
and Harry Styles), | caved and decided to see it
on premiere weekend.
