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INSTRUCTIONAL GOALS 

This course is conducted entirely in the target language. · Read short stories, literary prose written by well-known writers of the Spanish-speaking world 
· Listen with understanding to taped passages that deal with daily and real-life situations.  
· Narrate original stories, based on a set of pictures.
· Engage in oral/written activities to demonstrate understanding of cultural, traditional and historical aspects of Spanish-speaking countries and people.
