The purpose of this meeting is to discuss the
logistics regarding the return to in-person
instruction. All decisions and information
presented have been made in accordance
with the HISD Communicable Disease Plan.



Students Returning to In-Person Instruction

* For the 2" six-weeks, there are 215 students who have elected to return to in-
person instruction.

Things to Know:

1. The choice of in-person or online-only classes is valid for the entire school year.

2. Families will have the option to switch from virtual to face-to-face instruction
before the start of each six-week grading period.

3. Students can change from in-person to online-only classes at any time.

* The school will open to students
beginning at 7:15 a.m.

* All students MUST be dropped off
in the Circle Drive or along Santa Fe
Dr.

e Students will enter the building
through their assigned grade level
zone.

Temperature checks will be conducted daily at
assigned zones by the campus wellness team.
Upon entry to campus, all students will go
directly to their assigned classrooms.

Zone 1: PK & K will have
temperatures checked and enter the
Early Childhood Building (Building E)

Zone 2: 3@ & 5% grade will have
temperatures checked and enter
through the blue doors to the west of
the library.

Zone 4: 4t & SLL will have
temperatures checked and enter
through the last entrance on Santa Fe

Staff will be screened daily using the
Check-in2Work app.

Wellness areas (Zones) have been
designated to take student
temperatures daily upon entry and to
hand out PPE (face masks) as needed.

The number of students in each class
has been determined based spacing

and the need for teachers to teach
virtually and face to face.

e Students can wear their own face masks if
appropriate. Bandanas will not be permitted.



Each grade level has been assigned a restroom.

Restrooms and other high touch areas will be cleaned
hourly.

Shared spaces, such as the cafeteria & magnet
classrooms will be cleaned and disinfected between use.




* Plexiglass barriers have been provided for
I use at the small group table and at the
teacher desk.




* Signage throughout the building (Handwashing, appropriate mask
