Course Description:

AP African American Studies is designed to be the equivalent of an introductory college or university course in

African American Studies and related courses, including Africana Studies, Black Studies, and African Diaspora
Studies. AP African American Studies is an interdisciplinary course that examines the diversity of African

American experiences through direct encounters with authentic and varied sources. Students explore key
topics that extend from early African kingdoms to the ongoing challenges and achievements of the
contemporary moment. Students will be expected to engage with the rigorous demands of the course and use

the resources that will be shared to provide students the support needed to learn the key concepts.

AP Exam Details: Exam Date: 202

The AP African American Studies Exam assesses student understanding of the skills and learning objectives
outlined in the course framework. The end of course exam is 90 minutes long and includes 60 multiple-choice
questions, 3 free-response questions and 1 document based question. In addition to the end of course exam, the
course includes a project that students will submit prior to the end of May. The project score and the exam
score are combined to generate an AP score of 1-5 for college credit and placement. The details of the exam

Course Project:

Students will have the wonderful opportunity to engage in an evidence based extended writing project that will
allow them to self-select a topic, sources, and create a defensible thesis to a prompt. Throughout the first three

units, students will have access to prepare for the project before the due date, May 23, 2023.
Student Expectations:

Grading:
For the course major assignments are weighted at 70% and minors are 30%. Students may receive college credit
upon passing the course and test at the college’s discretion. Grading will be focused on overall understanding,
completion, and accuracy. All assignments and assessments will have a specific due date. If you are absent and
it is excused, you will have two school days to complete the tasks. If you are absent and it is unexcused, you will
have one school day to submit the assignment. It is my discretion to give an alternative assignment to makeup
work. A retake must be completed within one week of the original test grade being posted in PowerSchool.
Retakes are for major grades of 70 and below only. Students with absences still have the opportunity to have a
retake once they make-up exam. Retakes are not allowed for final exams.
