EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Purpose

The Houston Independent School District (HISD) exists to strengthen the social and economic foundation
of Houston by assuring its youth the highest-quality elementary and secondary education available
anywhere. In fulfilling this goal, HISD's Board of Education has designed a program to systematically
monitor the district's goals and core values. The Board Monitoring System will report on each goal and
core value on a routine basis. The goal currently under review is to meet the Texas Education Agency’s
criteria for Recognized status in the state accountability system (Goal 1, Section D).

Findings

State Criteria for Achieving Recognized Status
e HISD did not meet the conditions for Recognized status for 2010 on the following criteria: Completion
rates of 85 percent or greater and no Academically Unacceptable campuses (see Table 1).

Factors Hindering HISD’s Achievement of Recognized Status

e The All students, African American, and Hispanic student groups’ completion rates were less than 85
percent. Eighty-five percent is the lowest criterion for Recognized status (see Figure 3). Although
these student groups had completion rates lower than the recognized rate of 85 percent, the African-
American group was the only student group that failed to meet required improvement.

e Addistrict in which any campus is rated Academically Unacceptable under the Standard Accountability
System cannot achieve Recognized or Exemplary status. In HISD, there were seven Academically
Unacceptable campuses rated under the Standard Accountability System (see Table 1).
