DISCUSSION: 
1. Mike Woods, HISD Project Manager welcomed visitors and members to the meeting. 
2. The property purchase was completed February 19, 2015. HISD is now the outright owner of the 

property. 
3. The property purchase included multiple parcels of land. The process required to consolidate the 

property into one parcel is referred to as replatting. This is a requirement of the City of Houston. The 
process includes, among other things documentation defining the new legal description of the property. 
Approval is a two-step process. The Joint Referral Committee (JRC) reviews and issues a technical 
approval of the planned consolidation, commenting on utility impacts and other issues salient to the 
city. Subsequently, council action is required for formal approval. Each part is an 8-12 week process. 

4. The campus plan involves abandonment of 6 block faces of streets. Street abandonment is also 
considered in the JRC review process.  

5. With ownership of the property, HISD now has access to complete environmental sampling of the 
existing structures on the site. After testing and documentation of results, abatement of some structures 
will likely be required.  

6. Subject to completion of the replatting process, the permitting and bid process should be complete by 
the end of the summer.  

7. Occupancy is projected for the spring semester of 2017.
