2015.  

3. Mr. Alling presented attendees with photo images taken recently at the project site of the road 
construction progress.  The images illustrated the site clearing, silt fencing and rough grading progress.

1. One PAT member requested an update regarding the status of conversations with HISD district 
curriculum managers regarding what educational curriculum programs may be developed using the 
Mark White school building and site as a teaching tool.  Mr. Alling shared he had communicated with 
district curriculum staff and they are scheduling a coordination meeting to review the design elements.
