June 14, 2012 – Houston Independent School District students from Gregory-Lincoln Education Center and Carnegie Vanguard High School will join community leaders, local historians, and residents to celebrate Freedmen’s Town’s rich history.  Students will celebrate the community’s historic past and present while sharing their visions for the future.  The new Carnegie Vanguard High School is being built in Freedmen’s Town and will open this fall.  Freedmen’s Town was built by freed slaves after the Civil War and is the oldest historically African-American neighborhood in Houston.  In 1984, it was designated a historic district in the National Register of Historic Places.
