Davila Goals and Focus Areas

Davila’s goal for 2021 — 2022 school year is to
earn the six maximum allowable distinctions
on the TEA Accountability Report. We wiil
focus on four goals for this school year:

¢ Reading Goal: The combined scores of
STAAR reading did not meet last year’s
goal of 80% in grades 3rd-5". By the end of
the 2021 - 2022 school year, the percent of
students who scored at approaches on
STAAR Reading will increase from 73% to
80%, the percent of students who scored
at meets will increase from 44% to 56%,
and masters will increase from 22% to
25%.

s Math Goal: The combined scores of STAAR
math did not meet last year’s goal of 85%
in grades 3rd-5th. By the end of the 2021 -
2022 school year, the percent of students
who scored at approaches on STAAR Math
will increase from 65% to 85%, the percent
of students who scored at meets will
increase from 28% to 53%, and masters
will increase from 13% to 34%.

¢ Science Goal: By the end of the 2021 -
2022 school year, the percent of students
who scored at approaches on STAAR
Science will increase from 57% - 75%, the
percent of students who scored at meets
will increase from 25% to 48%, and
masters will increase from 5% to 21%.
