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Note: All HISD teachers have been previously rostered therefore single sign-on should be
available. If you already have a Khan Academy account, you should select log-in > Continue
with Clever.

2. Onyour teacher dashboard, you will be able to confirm your student rosters for each of
your classes. Students have been previously rostered to your classes via PowerSchool and
should appear in Khan Academy class rosters.
