	Give CHAMPS Warm-up guidelines

Show students the short video embedded in the Hub. Ask students to view the video and consider the listed questions. Utilize the Think-Pair-Share strategy to discuss the types of texts that we read every day (books, websites, maps, recipes, text messages) and how life would be different if we couldn’t read these things. 


	Give CHAMPS Warm-up guidelines

* Show students the picture embedded in the Hub. 

* Ask students to view the picture, consider the listed questions, and respond in their Literacy Notebooks. 

* Using your document camera, model writing your own response in your Literacy Notebook. 

* Share your response before asking student volunteers to share theirs. 


	Give CHAMPS Warm-up guidelines

* Show students the picture embedded in the Hub. 

* Ask students to view the picture and consider the listed questions. 

* After students have had time to respond, utilize the Write-Pair-Share strategy to facilitate student discussion of the two strategies. 


	* Show students the picture embedded in the Hub. 

* Ask students to view the picture and respond to the listed questions in their Literacy Notebooks. 

* Model writing your own response in your notebook using the document camera or confer with writers. 

* Ask for student volunteers to share their reflections. Share an experience of your own about the power of words. 



	
	Explore:
Review (min):
	Ask for synonyms for the word champ (winner, champion, tops, best) – which we all want to be!! So, this year we’ll use CHAMPS guidelines for our activities. Go over each letter briefly for the upcoming sharing activity.


	* Tell students that reading has the power to change our lives. Consider sharing examples of books that you have read that have changed your life. Ideally, you might share fiction and nonfiction examples. For example, you could share a book that you loved as a child or a professional text that helped you grow as an educator. 

* Explain that we will read many texts this year. We will read some for enjoyment and others to learn new things. Each text that we read helps us grow as readers and thinkers. 

* Read aloud an engaging text about the power of books, such as The Librarian of Basra by Jeanette Winter or 

The Fantastic Flying Books of Mr. Morris Lessmore by William Joyce. Explain that you chose to share this book with them because it illustrates how books can enhance peoples’ lives. 

* Tell students that this year we will be using a Literacy Notebook to keep track of our thoughts, ideas, and notes from lessons. This notebook will contain many important things and should be taken care of. 

* Guide students in setting up their Literacy Notebooks by demonstrating with your own notebook under the document camera. Leaving the first three pages for the Table of Contents, begin numbering pages in the bottom corner. This will take a few minutes to complete, but will help students keep their notebooks organized throughout the year. Show students how to clearly label their notebook with their name and consider giving students time to decorate their notebooks. At the end of class, show students where the notebooks will be stored and practice the procedure for putting notebooks away. 

* Ask students to think about books that they have read that have changed their lives. Tell students that you would like to get to know them better as readers. Hand out the Reading Interest Inventories and explain that this is a questionnaire that will tell you what types of texts they like to read. Model completing your own Reading Interest Inventory using the document camera. You may want to use this opportunity to tell students more about your own reading experiences. 
	Explicit Instruction: 

* Begin the lesson by reinforcing how reading has the power to change our lives. Explain that how we read and what we read affects the things we know and how we interact with the world. 

* Explain to students that making good book choices can help us become more successful as readers. It is important to choose books that interest us and that we can read without struggling. With the “I PICK” anchor chart displayed, review the four things to consider when choosing a book for independent reading. 

* Model choosing a book (your own independent reading or Holes) using the I PICK strategy. Here is an example to follow or use as a guide: Say, “The first thing I consider when I’m picking a book is the purpose, or why I’ll be reading. Today I’m looking for something entertaining to read and this book looks like something I would like. I know the author, Louis Sachar, wrote a really funny book that I’ve read called Sideways Stories from Wayside School, and I love to read humorous stories. This quote on the back of the book describes it as “a story of friendship with the cleverest of plot twists.” That sounds like something I can relate to, but that won’t be boring. Consider opening to a random page and reading it aloud to model checking for comprehension and vocabulary. Explain that since you saw some words you don’t know, you need use the Five Finger Rule to see if this book is Just Right. Model using the Five Finger Rule, counting unknown words on your fingers (only one or two.) Say that you understand what’s happening on this page, even though you’re missing information. After following all of the steps, conclude that this is a book that you’d like to start reading, * Introduce the idea that the brains of readers do a lot work while they are reading a text. During this discussion, give students examples of some of the types of thinking that readers do (infer, make predictions, make connections, and ask questions) and ask for their input. * Explain that you are going to begin reading a book to the class, and while you are reading you will sometimes stop to talk about the types of thinking that are going on in your brain. During the read aloud, pause as you “think aloud” a reading strategy, such as making an inference. * Follow the “Holes Excerpt 1 Teacher Think Aloud” or use it as a model 


	* Begin the lesson by explaining that all people must work hard to achieve their goals. Consider showing students the motivational video embedded in the Hub featuring NBA star, Stephen Curry. This video explains that Curry has worked extremely hard to achieve success as an athlete, going beyond the high practice expectations of basketball players. Ask students if they agree with the statement, “Success is not an accident.” 

* Tell students that you are going to read a true story of a girl who overcame difficulties with reading through hard work and the help of a dedicated teacher. Read Thank you, Mr. Falker by Patricia Polacco from the online text or picture book if possible. Before reading, review the types of thinking readers do. Throughout the read aloud, pause and “think aloud” a reading strategy, such as making an inference. 

* After the read aloud, ask students how Trisha overcomes obstacles that make reading difficult for her and how Mr. Falker helps Trisha grow as a reader. Utilize the Think-Pair-Share strategy to facilitate student discussion. 

* Begin a class discussion about the routines and procedures of Reading Workshop by reminding students of the importance of your time reading together. These procedures should be posted in the classroom. Emphasize that because reading is thinking, the Workshop must be a peaceful place. Add that reading conferences are opportunities for you to meet with readers; students should be respectful of this and not interrupt. Consider telling students that they can give you a nonverbal signal (raising their hand or making eye contact) and you will check in with them after your conference. Explain classroom procedures for moving around the classroom. Add other guidelines based on your classroom and preferences, including library procedures and options for places to read (on the floor, beanbags, etc.). * Explain to students that they will be using a Reading Log this year to keep track of their reading. The document will show the texts that they read, the amount of time they spend reading, and the number of pages they complete. This will help them monitor their own progress and show you how much they are reading. There are also places for students to rate their books and keep track of how many books they complete or abandon. Consider checking students Reading Logs periodically; students who continually abandon books may need more guidance on making good book choices. 
	Explicit Instruction: 

* Begin by telling students that we are going to learn some strategies that we will be using this year to have purposeful conversations. Explain that students will have many opportunities in class to share their thinking, and you want to ensure that this time is focused and productive. * Tell students that you are going to read a short piece about the power of reading. While you are reading, you will be trying to answer the following question: What is the author saying about the power of reading? * Using the document camera, read aloud one of the selections from Open a World of Possible. Model making looking for evidence that answers your guiding question: What is the author saying about the power of reading? As students have not received direct instruction in annotation, focus on looking for evidence naturally either by highlighting or underlining. * Display the “Purposeful Talk” and “Purposeful Talk Sentence Stems” anchor charts. Tell students that you will follow these guidelines when having conversations in the classroom. Briefly read and explain each guideline: 1. Hear all voices 2. Say something meaningful 3. Practice S.L.A.N.T 4. Listen with intent 5. Keep the lines of thinking alive 6. Be flexible in your thinking. Add that you will use the sentence stems when talking to each other. * Note - There are many variations of the Purposeful Talk and S.L.A.N.T procedures. These are just suggestions. What is important is that there are procedures in place that are explicitly taught to students. * Model purposeful talk before students talk in their groups. 

	
	Explain:
Guided Practice (min):
	Discuss the reasons why people read.  Ask students if they read anything over the summer.  Have students to share.
Read Children’s Book Chrysanthemum to class.

	 * If time allows, consider providing each group of students with a bin of books to look through and choose from. Tomorrow’s lesson will focus on how to choose books. 

Help students choose books they may like.  Help them find a genre.
	* Tell students that they will have time to look through the classroom library and choose an independent reading book. Encourage students to use the “I PICK” and Five Finger Rule strategies and provide support as needed. * Remind students that because reading is thinking, the classroom should be a quiet place during independent reading time, so that readers can focus. 


	* Using the document camera, model documenting your own reading on a Reading Log. Show students how to store the Reading Log in their Literacy Notebook using your own. 


	Consider conducting a fishbowl, or another small group demonstration to the class as a whole. Seeing a good example will help students be successful in small groups and maximize instructional time. 

Guide students into conducting a fishbowl activity.  



	
	Elaborate:
Independent Practice (min):
	Have students write about their names using the following sentence stem:  If I could change my name I would change it to____ because____.
Or I would not change my name because_____.

	* After modeling completing the Reading Interest Inventory, give students time to complete their own inventories. 

* Students may begin looking at a small selection of books from the classroom library. 


	STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY 

* Students look through the classroom library to choose an independent reading book. 

* Students spend the remaining class time reading, keeping in mind that reading is thinking. 

TEACHER RESPONSIBILITY 

* Teacher confers with readers as they choose books. Ask students why they chose their books and if they considered all parts of the “I PICK” strategy. 

* Teacher monitors independent reading and reminds students that this is a quiet time because reading is thinking. 

* Teacher may choose to model independent reading if appropriate. 


	STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY 

* Students spend the remaining class time actively reading and following Reading Workshop procedures. 

* Students create their first Reading Log entry. 

TEACHER RESPONSIBILITY 

* Teacher confers with readers as they read and create their Reading Log entries. 

* Teacher monitors independent reading and reminds students that this is a quiet time because reading is thinking. 

* Teacher may choose to model independent reading if appropriate. 


	STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY 

* Give each student a copy of a selection from Open a World of Possible. Explain that they will now read this text independently and look for evidence to answer the following question: What is the author saying about the power of reading? Remind students to annotate because they will be discussing this text with their group. 

* Tell students that they will now talk in their groups about what the author of the text is saying about the power of reading. They will be using the Purposeful Talk sentence stems to phrase their thoughts. 

* Students use their annotations to participate in group conversations, following the Purposeful Talk guidelines. 

TEACHER RESPONSIBILITY 

* Teacher monitors small group conversations and intervenes as needed. Students may need to be reminded of the Purposeful Talk guidelines. 

* Make sure that all students can see the Purposeful Talk anchor charts and refer to them as needed. 



	
	Evaluate:
Closing ( min.):
	Exit Ticket:  Pick a letter from CHAMPS and explain it in your own words.
	* Tell students that they will end class by writing the first entry in their Literacy Notebooks about something that they have read that changed their life in some way. Model writing your own entry to show students the desired format and make expectations clear. As students write their own entries, confer with any writers who seem to be struggling. 


	* Tell students that you will now reflect on the book choices that you made today. Briefly model writing a short entry in your Literacy Notebook describing the book that you are reading and why you chose it. As students write their own entries, confer with any writers who seem to be struggling. 


	* Tell students that they will now set their own reading goals for the year. Explain that this goal may be related to the type or number of texts that they want to read. (For example, number of pages per day, number of books per month, more books of a specific genre, etc.) Encourage students to set both big and small goals. 

Briefly model writing a short entry in your Literacy Notebook describing your own goals. As students write their own entries, confer with any writers who seem to be struggling. 


	* Tell students to write a reflection in their Literacy Notebooks on how the words we choose can affect others and the way we are seen by others. 

* Model writing your own entry or confer with any writers who seem to be struggling.
