During this academic year
your child/ children will encounter a vast array of experiences to enhance their educational growth and
well-being.

During the 2020-2021 school year, your child’s science class will open pathways to explore their
world in different perspectives.

Course Objectives

erosion, the energy of weather and climate, the solar system and the universe.

4. Students will master life science concepts including relationships within ecosystems and influence
of external factors on ecosystems.

5. Students will gain a deeper understanding of the applications of science and technology in everyday
life.

6. Students will become more fluent in the scientific process.
