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How to Map a Network Drive or Shared Folder

When you create a shortcut to a shared folder or computer on a network (also called mapping a
network drive), you can get to it from Computer or Windows Explorer without having to look
for it or type its network address each time.

1. Open Computer by clicking the Start button 0, and then clicking Computer.
2. Click Map network drive.
