	Lesson Cycle
	Engage: 

Warm-Up/Opening (min)
	
	As a pre-assessment ask students to categorize or code vocabulary by words they know well, words they are somewhat familiar with or recognize, and words they do not know at all. This will guide student vocabulary word choice for the unit. This coding system could include a  for words they know well, a  for words with which they are somewhat familiar, and a ? for those they do not know.
	
	Cues, Questions, and Advance Organizer

Think-Pair-Share

Ask students to imagine their world WITHOUT electricity, the telephone, or steel. In one minute ask them to list everything that they would NOT have if these technological innovations had not been discovered. After one minute, have them turn to a partner and share their lists. Call on pairs to share one or two items from their lists and “whip around’ the room adding to the list with the rule that you cannot name something someone else has named.

	 Industrialization Simulation

Industrialization simulation: The Paper Chain Factory.

Procedure: Every student will be given a role sheet. The scene is factories that make paper chains. The goal is for the students to make as many paper chains as possible in 1 minute.

Resources: You will need scratch paper (natural resources), scissors and tape (technology), students (workers) and fake money of some sort (capital) 

All the instructions for the lesson including the student role cards are located in this Industrialization Simulation.docx document and can be downloaded.

	( Purposeful Reading

Generating and Testing Hypotheses
Discuss the positive and negative contributions of Gilded Age entrepreneurs such as Carnegie, Rockefeller, Vanderbilt, Pullman, Westinghouse, and J.P. Morgan. Refer students to the ABC-Clio Databases for additional information about these Gilded Age entrepreneurs. Assign pairs of students one of the Gilded Age entrepreneurs to research and create a poster describing who the assigned entrepreneur was and what he contributed to American business and industry. One inexpensive way to create these posters is using paper plates with the accomplishments of the entrepreneur on one side and an illustration or picture and brief biographical information on the other side, including the industry with which this person is most associated. Display the “posters” in the classroom and have students create a chart linking each business leader with the industry he most influenced and citing positive and negative effects of their influence on industry. Pose the following questions to students:
· Why were the Gilded Age titans of industry referred to as robber barons by some and captains of industry by others?

· Are 20th – 21st century entrepreneurs such as Bill Gates, Warren Buffet, Steve Jobs, and others also robber barons/captains of industry? Cite examples to support your thinking.

	Cooperative Grouping

Using the portion of the website Inventors and Inventions from 1851 - 1900 on the Gilded Age, the textbook, or information found in the online ABC-Clio Databases for American history. Have students [or pairs of students] research important inventions of this time period to determine the following: 
· The Invention

· Who invented it

· How it changed things

· Why that change led to increased productivity, industrialization or urbanization

[Note: electric power, the telephone, and steel production are required by the standard but other inventions can also be included in the student investigations]

Have students display the invention researched along with the effects of that invention and have an “Invention Convention” in which they briefly report about the invention to the class technological innovation/inventions. Have students vote on which invention they believe was the most important.

As a class focus on the three inventions specifically mentioned in the objective – steel, electricity, and the telephone – and as a class brainstorm a list of the possible reasons why these particular inventions were so important to the industrialization and urbanization of the Gilded Age

Discuss the following: 

1. The period of time between the1870s to 1900s is called the Gilded Age. 

2. Say: If I gave each of you a rock that was spray painted gold, I would have "gilded" the rock. If I told you the rock was solid gold, how would you be able to determine whether it was acutally solid gold or not? (possible answers - scratch the surface, bite it, etc.) 

3. Say: So what you are saying is, that if I gild something, I am making something look better than it really is, in this case, it looks like gold on the surface, but is really a cheap rock underneath.

4. Say: Based on this example – let’s come up with a definition for this age: 

· What might the U.S. look like on the surface? (it looked great, it was "golden", there were was great wealth) 

· But if someone scratched the surface, what might the U.S. be like? (there would be problems, corruption, poverty)

· Definition: A period of time (1870-1900) when a few were wealthy, most were poor, and corruption was common.

5. Based on the simulation just completed, the United States had all of the factors necessary to industrialize. What is a definition of industrialization? (the change from making things by hand to making things by machine.) 

6. People that begin businesses and take the risks associated with beginning new businesses are "entrepreneurs." They are creating a product that is in demand by consumers in order to make a profit. This system is called free enterprise and is part of the economic system of capitalism or laissez-faire capitalism.

1. 7. There were people that are exemplars of this industrial age – some call them “captains of industry” and some call them "robber barons." Some were: 

1. Cornelius Vanderbilt (railroads)

1. John D. Rockefeller (oil – Standard Oil)

1. Andrew Carnegie (steel)

1. J. P. Morgan (banking)

These businessmen began to try and reduce competition so as to increase profits for themselves. When an entire industry is controlled by one corporation or one person – it is a monopoly or trust.
