	Lesson Cycle
	Engage: 

Warm-Up/Opening ( 5min)
	Students will read and illustrate the Shel Silverstein poem “Shapes.” 
Set a visible timer for five minutes and remind students that Engage and Connect activities are timed. 

Allow students to turn and talk to a partner and share their drawings. Ask students to compare and contrast their drawings. For ESL students or struggling learners, consider providing sentence stems. 

After students compare drawings, show Silverstein’s original illustration. Ask students why the illustrations might be different.
	Show the Pixar video, “For the Birds.” 

Ask students to respond in their journal: Have you ever encountered a situation in your life that is similar to that of the film? Do the events in the short film remind you of anything from your own life? 

For students who respond no, ask students to think about how the bigger bird might have felt. 

Remind students that their responses will need to be short as time is limited.

Consider displaying an electronic timer to maximize time.  
	Show students the photo of the Madrid fan. 

Say, “Look at the following image and respond to the following questions in your Literacy Notebook.”
Where do you think photo was taken?

you think happened just before the photo was taken?

How do you think the people in the photo feel?

What do you might happen next?

Allow 3-5 minutes for students to draft responses. 

After drafting is complete, ask students to turn to shoulder partners and share their responses.
	Show Defective Detective.  

Ask students to look for active “reading” strategies while viewing the short film. 

While watching, have students use their Literacy Notebooks to jot down evidence of the strategies. 

For struggling students, consider scaffolding responses with sentence stems.

The Defective Detective visualizes when…
	Set the timer for 5 minutes, and remind students the guidelines for writing.
Ask students to respond to the following prompt in their Literacy Notebook:  Write about a time you made someone angry.
Ask them to consider the following questions when responding.
How old were you?

Who did you anger?

What happened?

Was it purposeful or accidental?

How did you respond?

How did they respond?

What did you learn?

Students should respond in their Literacy Notebooks. 
When the timer sounds, consider allowing two or three students to share their journal entries

	
	Explore:
Review (5min):
	In this lesson, students review and practice visualization as a comprehension strategy. 

	Explain to students that they will be taken the BOY.  Champs
	In this lesson, students explore making text inferences and predictions as active readers.

	In this lesson, students listen for reading alarms and begin using fix-up strategies when comprehension breaks down. 

	  In this lesson, students will apply fix-up strategies while reading and begin a personal vocabulary list. 


	
	Explain:
Guided Practice (10-15min):
	Remind students that reading is active thinking. Describe the concept of passive reading.
Explain how reading is an active process that requires effort and purpose to truly comprehend text.
Define and explain visualization. Explain that today, you will use an excerpt from the novel Hatchet to model the process of reading and visualizing.

	Explain to students that just as they did in the previous lesson when visualizing, they will work to improve comprehension through employing an active reading strategy.
Explain a selection and model making connections.

 Consider asking tiered questions to elicit connections from students struggling to connect.


	Differentiate prediction and inference.
Explain that every day we make inferences, and that making inferences is a crucial active reading skill. 

Read aloud the letter and model explicitly making inferences.

Model making a prediction
	Explain that skilled readers listen for and respond to these breakdowns, also called alarms. Model reading excerpt from Moby Dick. Review slowing down. Explain pausing and reflecting
	Explain the concept of context clues and how context clues function as a fix-up strategy.
Explain that these clues often show up as restatements, antonyms, examples, synonyms, or as cause and effect. 

Introduce personal vocabulary lists, and model creating entries in the Literacy Notebook. The most effective way to learn vocabulary is authentically in reading.

	
	Elaborate:
Independent Practice (20-25min):
	Explain to students that they will return to their independent reading and apply the visualization strategy to their independent reading.  

Show students the sample visualization as a model. 

Stress that the drawing is not meant to be artistic, but rather evidence of their active reading and visualizing. 

Ask students to use their Literacy Notebooks and “sketch-to-stretch” their comprehension. 


	. Allow students a moment to paste the selected log into their Literacy Notebooks. 

Ask students to return to their independent books and continue reading. As they make a connection while reading, ask them to stop and record the connection(s). 

Please do not ask students to complete the chart or fill it in in its entirety. One solid connection and increased time on focused reading is preferable to filled boxes and superficial connections.

	Direct students to return to their independent reading. While reading, ask students to continue to practice their active reading skills. 

Ask students to complete two to three double-entry responses on predictions or inferences and to be prepared to conference as you come by. 


	Have students return to their independent reading. 

Ask students to consciously monitor their comprehension and apply fix-up strategies as needed. 

Ask students to create an entry in their Literacy Notebooks describing a time they used a fix-up strategy to repair comprehension.

Allow dedicated time for independent reading.

	Have students return to their independent reading. 

Ask students to add unknown words to their vocabulary notebooks. Caution students against adding more than a few words. Remind them to focus on unknown words that interfere with their comprehension of the text, and not to let the creation of lists take too much time away from reading.

Ask students to consciously monitor their comprehension and apply fix-up strategies as needed. 

Allow dedicated time for independent reading.


	
	Evaluate:
Closing (5 min.):
	Ask students to place sketches/visualizations on their desks and engage in a gallery walk. 

Set the timer for 3 minutes, ask students to circulate and view as many as possible, and return to their desks. 

With their sticky notes, ask students to describe what they should remember about today’s lesson. 

Ask them to write what “stuck” with them. Make sure you designate a place for responses to be posted
	Ask students to respond to a fake text message from a friend who missed class. 

Explain to students that they will condense today’s lesson into a short message that focuses on the most important aspects of the lesson.

Have students record the conversation in their Literacy Notebooks.
	Show students the Tim Burton cartoon. 

Ask students to make a prediction about what might happen next. 

Ask students to jot their prediction on a sticky note and explain why their prediction is logical. 

Sort responses and set aside any responses that demonstrate a lack of understanding of predictions for follow-up during the next lesson.
	Partner students.

Give each pair a die or cube template (embedded in the Hub in the teacher resource folder) with numbers. 

Ask students to each roll a single die and follow the directions for the number they rolled. 
Have students follow the direction in the HUB for the number they rolled. Explain how re-telling can be fix-it strategy is as well. 
1. Tell your partner about a character in your independent reading. If you are reading nonfiction, tell your partner about the topic. 

2. Tell your partner about the setting, where your story takes place. If you are reading nonfiction, tell your partner about a detail you've learned while reading. 

3. Tell your partner about an event in your independent reading. 

4. Tell your partner why you chose your independent reading. 5. Tell your partner about an image or inference you've made in your independent reading. 6. Tell your partner about a prediction you've made in your independent reading.
Monitor and make note of any students who are unable to recall information for small groups in the next lesson.
	Ask students to think about the previous lessons on monitoring comprehension. 
Have students write a letter of advice to themselves about active reading and active reading strategies. 
Remind them to include how to listen to alarms and use fix-up strategies. 
Students may respond in their Literacy Notebooks and refer back as needed.
